The Curriculum Coordinator reports to the principal and collaborates with all of the school’s stakeholders. The 

primary purpose of the Curriculum Coordinator is to support and promote the school’s mission by implementing 

and overseeing all curricula, teaching, and learning activities. 

Responsibilities include: 

• Oversee procedures for teachers to implement curriculum 

• Assess and discuss the alignment of curriculum standards to state standards and standardized test 

standards 

• Assess and discuss student preparedness for next level through vertical alignment of curriculum 

standards  

• Analyze student test data 

• Research trends in instructional methods and educational technology 

• Review and recommend textbooks and other educational materials 

• Observe faculty to evaluate performance 

• Provide feedback based on individual observations and student performance data 

• Train teachers and other instructional staff in new content and technology 

• Mentor or coach teachers in skill improvement 

• Plan, organize and conduct training conferences and workshops
